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This DVD contains PowerPoint and audio recordings of all the presentations given at the 2007 Pebble Project Baseline Environmental Team Agency Meetings.  The PowerPoint files are in .pps (power point show) format, which are viewable as slide shows but cannot be edited.  Each PowerPoint is linked with the audio recording of the presentation. The audio files are set up to automatically open and start playing in Windows Media Player when the associated PowerPoint is opened.

When the DVD autoplays on your computer, you will be presented with a PDF file of the meeting agenda. If autoplay is disabled on your computer, open the DVD and select the Agenda.pdf file.  To view and listen to any of the presentation on the agenda, simply click on that presentation in the “Agenda” PDF and it will open the Power Point and start playing the audio. You may get two warning messages as the Power Point and Audio launch ; the first warning says “The application POWERPNT.EXE is set to be launched…” click on the  “Open” button to continue,  the second message says: “You are about to activate an inserted object…” be sure to click “Yes” in order to hear the audio.  
· Please be patient when opening the selected presentation; the loading process may take up to 20 to 30 seconds and your screen may briefly go black as it is loading from the DVD.

· If Windows Media Player opens on top of the slide show, simply minimize Windows Media Player to view the Power Point slides.

· You will need to advance the Power Point slides yourself as you listen to the audio; the controls to advance a slide or go back to a previous one are located at the bottom left of the screen.

IMPORTANT: after viewing a presentation, you must close both PowerPoint and Windows Media Player before opening another presentation.  If Windows Media Player is not closed, the audio portion of the next presentation will not load and play.
You may also view a slide show by itself by turning down the volume; or you may choose to listen to the audio by itself by opening the individual audio tracks in the “Audio” folder on this DVD.  

Both the PowerPoint files and the audio tracks are named by the following convention:

“Day_Starting Time_Company_Last Name of Presenter”
